The venue is nestled in the Yarra 
Valley, 10 mins. from Lilydale and 50 klms east of Melbourne at 6 Ross Road, Gruyere, Melway Ref: 119 J6 .   This 
event is a low cost, low stress and great social day (weekend if you wish). 
 
The observed trial consists of 10 section of riding over logs, wombat holes and any other obstacles that Paul can find 
for you.  We then break for a sausage sizzle and then repeat the 10 sections again,  in reverse.   
 
You don’t need a special trials bike (or skill) any dirt bike will do and if you don’t have one, borrow one from a mate.  If 
you don’t have a mate, we may even be able to loan you one (a bike that is; not a mate!!)  so no excuse not to turn up.
